|4. FIRST AID MEASURES

If poisoning occurs, contact a doctor or Poisons Information Centre (Phone Australia 131 126, New Zealand 0800
764 766).

Inhalation: Remove victim from exposure - avoid becoming a casualty. Remove contaminated clothing and
loosen remaining clothing. Allow patient to assume most comfortable position and keep warm. Keep at rest until
fully recovered. Seek medical advice if effects persist.

Skin Contact: If skin or hair contact occurs, remove contaminated clothing and flush skin and hair with running
water. If swelling, redness, blistering or irritation occurs seek medical assistance. For gross contamination,
immediately drench with water and remove clothing. Continue to flush skin and hair with plenty of water (and soap
if material is insoluble). For skin burns, cover with a clean, dry dressing until medical help is available. If
blistering occurs, do NOT break blisters. If swelling, redness, blistering, or irritation occurs seek medical
assistance.

Eye contact: If in eyes wash out immediately with water. In all cases of eye contamination it is a sensible
precaution to seek medical advice.

Ingestion: Immediately rinse mouth with water. If swallowed, do NOT induce vomiting. Give a glass of water to
drink. Never give anything by the mouth to an unconscious patient. If vomiting occurs give further water.
Immediately call Poisons Centre or Doctor. Transport to a doctor or hospital quickly.

5. FIRE FIGHTING MEASURES

6. ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

LARGE SPILLS

If safe to do so, shut off all possible sources of ignition. Clear area of all unprotected personnel. Slippery when
spilt. Avoid accidents, clean up immediately. Wear protective equipment to prevent skin and eye contamination
and the inhalation of dust. Work up wind or increase ventilation. Cover with damp absorbent (inert material, sand
or soil). Sweep or vacuum up, but avoid generating dust. Use a spark-free shovel. Collect and seal in properly
labelled containers or drums for disposal. If contamination of crops, sewers or waterways has occurred advise
local emergency services.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

Handling: Avoid eye contact and repeated or prolonged skin contact. Avoid inhalation of dust.

Storage: Store in a cool, dry, well-ventilated place and out of direct sunlight. Store away from foodstuffs. Store
away from incompatible materials described in Section 10. Store away from sources of heat and/or ignition.
Store locked up. Keep dry - reacts with water releasing flammable gases, which may ignite. May lead to drum
rupture. Keep container standing upright. Keep containers closed when not in use - check regularly for spills.

This material is classified as a Class 9 Miscellaneous Dangerous Good as per the criteria of the "Australian Code
for the Transport of Dangerous Goods by Road & Rail" and/or the "New Zealand NZS5433: Transport of
Dangerous Goods on Land" and must be stored in accordance with the relevant regulations.
